Maná and singer/songwriter Prince Royce each received one nomination. Farruko is nominated for Best

Incendiada. In the Best Urban Song category Prince Royce is nominated for "Back It Up (Spanish 

Version)" featuring Jennifer Lopez & Pitbull.  

 

Multiple Latin GRAMMY and GRAMMY winner Alejandro Sanz received four nominations: Record Of 

The Year and Song Of The Year for "Un Zombie A La Intemperie" and Best Contemporary Pop Vocal
