All proceeds will benefit the MusiCares MAP Fund, which provides members of the music community 

access to addiction recovery treatment regardless of their financial situation. The 11th annual MusiCares 

MAP Fund benefit concert is presented by RBC Capital Markets with additional support provided by 

the DJ AM Memorial Fund.
